REGISTRATION
	Registration for the 2026/2027 school year is under way.  Registration will begin in person for families who are currently enrolled on Tuesday, January 13th.  Starting on the 14th, feel free to send in your registration with your child. Open enrollment will begin to outside families the following week on Wednesday, January 21st. Please don’t wait to send in your registration form, classes fill up quickly.  There are currently 32 two-year-olds who attend the Nursery School and only 34 spots next year in the morning classes for the 3-year-old program.   The registration fee is $75.00. PLEASE MAKE THE CHECK OUT TO “Christ Lutheran Church”. As always if you refer a family, please have them put your name on their registration form and you will receive a $25 credit.  Also, if you pay in full by September 1st ,2026 there is a 10% discount on the tuition. Thank you to the families that have referred other children to us.  	Now that the weather is getting cold and the ground will soon have snow and ice, please no running/rolling down the hill in “the pit”. Please be alert to where and what your child is doing as we do not want any child to get hurt.


CLOTHING

SICKNESS
	If your child wakes up not feeling well, PLEASE do not send your child to school.  These symptoms make them very uncomfortable and disturbs their learning and play routines as well as making the other children and teachers susceptible to catching the sickness.  We understand that coughs can linger but please keep in mind that little ones don’t yet cover when they cough and tend to cough directly on their friends.  One child coughing can quickly turn into ten by the end of the week. Please let us know if your child is home sick with flu, strep throat, pink eye or covid so we can properly disinfect the room and notify others in the class of what symptoms to look for.
